Dear Parent/Guardian,

Your child’s annual flu vaccination is now due

This vaccination is recommended to help protect your child against the flu virus. Flu can be an unpleasant iliness
and can cause serious complications. Vaccinating your child will also help protect more vulnerable family
members and friends by preventing the spread of flu. There may be an increase in flu levels this coming winter
following low levels in the past 2 years as a result of COVID-19 restrictions.

We are due to visit your child’s school on Wednesday 25" - Thursday 26" January 2023.

The unique code for your child’s school is SH137791. Please submit your form by 10am on Monday 23
January 2023 to ensure your child receives their vaccination. If you experience any problems accessing the
form you can call the immunisation team on 0300 0030323 and the team will be happy to help.

If you decide you do not wish for your child to receive the vaccine against flu, please submit the consent form
giving the reason. This will help us plan and enable us to update your child’s immunisation record.

The vaccination is free and is a quick, simple and painless spray up the nose. Even if your child had the vaccine
last year, the type of flu can vary each Winter, so it is recommended to have it again this year or they will not be
protected. For the 2022-23 season the programme is being offered to all children in Year R — Year 9. Children
with complex needs in special schools will be offered the vaccine up to the age of 18.
